Which doctors, hospitals, and pharmacies can | use?

Independent Health's Medicare Passport Prime (PPO) has a network of doctors, hospitals, pharmacies, and other
providers. If you use the providers that are not in our network, your costs may be higher for covered services.

You must generally use network pharmacies to fill your prescriptions for covered Part D drugs.

What do we cover?

How will | determine my drug costs?

Our plan groups each medication into one of five "tiers." You will need to use your formulary to locate what tier your drug
is on to determine how much it will cost you. The amount you pay depends on the drug's tier and what stage of the
benefit you have reached. Later in this document we discuss the benefit stages that occur: Initial Coverage, Coverage
Gap and Catastrophic Coverage.

The coverage gap begins after the total yearly drug cost (including what our plan has paid and
what you have paid) reaches $4,430.

After you enter the coverage gap, you pay 25% of the plan's cost for covered brand name drugs
and 25% of the plan's cost for covered generic drugs until your costs total $7,050, which is the
end of the coverage gap.

Our plan covers Tier 1 Preferred Generics in the coverage gap.

Independent Health offers additional gap coverage for Tier 1 drugs and insulins on our
formulary. During the Coverage Gap stage, your out-of-pocket costs for insulins on our formulary
will be $35.

Understanding Important Rules

In addition to your monthly plan premium, you must continue to pay your Medicare Part B premium. This premium
is normally taken out of your Social Security check each month.

Benefits, premiums and/or copayments/co-insurance may change on January 1, 2022.

Except in emergency or urgent situations, we do not cover services by out-of-network providers (doctors who are
not listed in the provider directory).

Our plan allows you to see providers outside of our network (non-contracted providers). However, while we will
pay for covered services provided by a non-contracted provider, the provider must agree to treat you. Except in
an emergency or urgent situation, non-contracted providers may deny care. In addition, you will pay a higher co-
pay for services received by non-contracted providers.
